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Dear Fathers, Sisters, and my dear beloved people,

As we begin the month of May, the Church invites us to contemplate
the life and witness of St. Joseph the Worker. St. Joseph stands
before us as a model of silent, faithful, and dedicated service to
God. Though he spoke no recorded words in Scripture, his life itself
became a profound message. With deep faith, sincerity, and
responsibility, he carried out the mission entrusted to him. As the
foster father of Jesus, he not only protected and provided for the
Holy Family but also became a teacher and guide to the Son of
God in His human growth. In Joseph, we see the dignity of labour,
the beauty of humility, and the holiness found in ordinary work
offered to God.

In today’s rapidly changing world, especially in the era of artificial
intelligence, we are called to reflect seriously on the dignity and
rights of labour. Jesus Himself was a worker, and through His life,
He affirmed that human work participates in God’s creative plan
to transform the world. However, many of our brothers and sisters
face growing uncertainty: job losses due to technological
advancements, lack of job security, unsafe working conditions,
salary discrimination, and gender inequality. At times, workers are
treated in a “use and throw” manner, which deeply wounds their
dignity.

In this context, I appreciate the committed efforts of our Diocesan
Labour Commission, which works tirelessly to organize, coordinate,
and uplift both organized and unorganized labourers. Many parish
units are vibrant and dynamic, reaching out to the poor through
various initiatives. Their efforts include supporting the needy,
undertaking housing projects for the poor, and even providing
ambulance services. These are concrete signs of the Church’s
mission in action.

I also wish to inform you that a rally and conference organized
jointly by the four Catholic dioceses in our district will be held on
17 May 2026, beginning at 2:00 PM from the Cathedral of the
Most Holy Trinity and concluding at the Pastoral Centre of the
Syro-Malankara Diocese, Marthandam. I warmly encourage the
members of the Labour Commission of our Diocese to participate
actively in this important event as a sign of our solidarity with
workers.

Furthermore, on 15 May, we observe the International Day of
Families, reminding us of the vital role of the family in society and
in the Church. The family is the basic unit of human life, the first
school of faith, love, and values. Yet, today many families are facing
serious challenges—broken relationships, increasing divorce cases,
domestic violence, abandonment, and emotional and psychological
struggles among children and parents alike.

In this situation, family ministry must become one of our primary
pastoral priorities. I urge all our parishes to strengthen initiatives
such as family visits, counseling for troubled and separated couples,
and support for those struggling with various addictions, mental
health issues, and economic hardship. Let us give renewed
importance to family prayer, foster deeper family spirituality, and
effectively coordinate the Anbiyams as centers of communion and
care. Our mission is both psychological and spiritual: to heal,
strengthen, and accompany families in their journey.

May St. Joseph the Worker intercede for us, and may our families
become true domestic churches, rooted in faith, love, and service.
